Vice Chairman  -  Tim Justham was elected, the motion proposed by Les Edwards and seconded by Chris Challans.
Treasurer  -  Lisa Chambers was re-elected Treasurer, the motion proposed by Mark Higgins and seconded by Sue Robinson.

All three motions were carried unanimously.

All the committee members indicated their willingness to serve on the committee for a further year.

OPEN FORUM

The Chairman spoke of Paul Constandini’s proposals re new cricket grounds at Princess Helena College  -  Paul is looking to the Trust for support in various forms, i.e. the North Herts District Council  would be looking for a lease to ensure security of tenure.   He, Paul, believes that the Cricket Club might undertake this, but is obviously looking for options.   The Chairman indicated that the Trust has to be mindful of its Constitution.
